Preface

Dear Reader! The book you are holding in your hands is a digest of memoirs and
scientific articles, dedicated to the memory of a well-known Far Eastern archeologist Igor
Yakovlevich Shevkomud. Two years have passed since his tragic death, but for those who
knew Igor Yakovlevich and worked with him his image has not faded on the background
of every-day life troubles but has become clearer and more salient. The Time has evidently
shown that Igor Yakovlevich’s passing away is not only a great loss for his relatives and
friends but also a great loss for the whole archeology of the Far East of Russia and espe-
cially for that of the Lower Priamuriye.

Most of the authors of the digest knew Igor Yakovlevich for many years, many of
them worked closely with him, met him personally during expeditions and at various
conferences. For all of us he is an extraordinary and interesting person, an honest and
decent man, an enthusiastic and hard-working scientist.

During his scientific life, though it was not a very long one (about 30 years), Igor
Yakovlevich managed to do a lot: he performed a large-scale exploration and excavation
work on the Lower Amur, used the material found to develop the chronology and peri-
odization of ancient cultures of the Lower Priamuriye (late Paleolithic — Paleometallic),
he started to create the author’s concept of the region’s paleoethnocultural development
in ancient times.

The findings and ideas accumulated by him are clearly seen in his numerous scien-
tific works including two monographs. In personal conversations Igor Yakovlevich con-
fessed that he was ready to write a doctorial dissertation, and moreover, he was thinking
of expanding his scientific interests in future — he was choosing between studying the
Paleolithic and the late Middle Ages of the Lower Priamuriye (including the time when
the region had been discovered and explored by the Russian pioneers in the 17th century).
But all these planes were doomed to fail...

We hope that the digest in hand, the memoirs and articles collected in it, will be
a decent memory of Igor Yakovlevich Shevkomud and will become a huge contribution
to the knowledge about ancient past of the Far East of Russia and the nearby area.
